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Among the many ways Asians have immigrated to the United
States, the H-1B visa is probably one of the most popular and
well-known. The H-1B visa allows US employers to tempo-
rarily employ foreign workers in specialty occupations that
require theoretical or technical expertise in specialized fields.
While such fields can include the arts, law, or education, most
people associate the H-1B with the so-called STEM fields —
Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math. Generally,
because of the expertise that is supposed to be required for
employment, the position must require at least a bachelor” s
degree or equivalent, which the H-1B worker must have in
the relevant field.
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Generally, the duration of an H-1B visa is three years, extend-
able to six years. In certain cases, additional extensions may
be possible. H-1B visas are classified as non-immigrant visas,
which generally means that they do not provide a path to per-
manent residency or citizenship; however, H-1B are actually
dual-intent visas, which means qualifying visa holders may be
eligible to apply for a green card while still in H-1B status.
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Current law caps the number of H-1B visas granted each fis-
cal year at 65,000 (with an additional 20,000 visas for Masters
and PhD degree holders); USCIS begins accepting applica-

tions each year on the first
business day in April and
stops processing once
the cap is reached. Those
granted H-1B status can
begin work when the new
fiscal year begins on Oc-
tober 1. Certain nonprofit
and education employers
and workers may be ex-
empt from the annual cap
and/or the October 1 start
date.
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As the economy recovered and grew over the past few years,
the number of H-1B applications far exceeded the cap. As a
result, USCIS instituted a lottery system and cut accepting ap-
plications after just a few days; before 2017, often fewer than
50 % of applications were selected for processing. Under the
Trump Administration, however, both actual and perceived or
anticipated changes to immigration law, policy, and procedure
greatly depressed the number of applications in 2017, increasing
the chances for an application to be randomly selected. Many
observers anticipate even fewer applications this year, especially
as the Trump Administration is repealing an Obama-era rule al-

lowing some H-4 spouses of H-1B visa holders to work.

Despite these predictions, USCIS has not announced any plan
to eliminate the lottery system this year, so employers should still
aim to submit H-1B applications to USCIS by April 2, 2017, to
ensure they can participate in the lottery. Because every H- 1B
application must be accompanied by a Labor Condition Ap-
plication (LCA), a document that certifies that an employer is
paying the H-1B worker at or above
the prevailing wage and is not bringing
the worker in to replace a US citizen,
keep in mind the length of time it is
now taking the Department of Labor
(DOL) to certify an LCA. It is not at
all unusual for LCA certification to
take a few weeks. In practical terms,
it may not be possible to get an H-1B
application ready to submit on time if
employers wait until March to initiate
applications with an attorney. Com-
panies and workers interested in H-1B
should start preparing as soon as pos-
sible, so that their attorneys can begin preparing their H-1B peti-
tions to be filed immediately on April 2, 2017.
